Pre-drywall Installation

NOTE:  If installing into existing wall with drywall already 
installed, proceed to Installation to Existing 
Construction Section.

1. Determine mounting location.

3. Use four #6 x 3/8" Phillips tapping screws (D) to secure four 
stud tabs (B) to studs at desired mounting height for in-wall 
box (A). (See Figure 3)

NOTE:  Four 3/32" pilot holes may be drilled into studs prior to 
installation of screws if desired.

Lever Lock™ Panel Installation
