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3. Setup
AC Power
The Ovation H-55WW has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input voltage range of 
100 to 240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.
To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current 
value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart. 
The listed current rating indicates the product’s average current draw under normal conditions.

AC Plug
The Ovation H-55WW comes with a bare ended power input cable. The product side of this power cable 
enters the product through a strain reliever (rubber boot) and it cannot be disconnected from the product. 
Use the table below to wire a plug to the power cable.

Fuse Replacement
1. Disconnect this product from the power outlet.
2. Using a flat-head screwdriver, unscrew the fuse holder cap from the housing.
3. Remove the blown fuse and replace with another fuse of the same type and rating (T2 A, 250 V).
4. Screw the fuse holder cap back in place and reconnect power.

DMX Linking
The Ovation H-55WW can link to a DMX controller using a 5-pin DMX connection, hard wiring with the 
Phoenix connectors, or a wireless W-DMX connection. For more information about DMX, read the DMX 
primer at: https://www.chauvetprofessional.com/wp-content/uploads/2016/06/DMX_Primer.pdf.

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Setup

Master/Slave Connectivity
The Master/Slave mode allows a Ovation H-55WW (the master) to control one or more Ovation H-55WW 
products (the slaves) without a DMX controller. One Ovation H-55WW becomes the master when running 
an automatic program or static mode. 
Each slave’s control panel must be configured to operate in Slave mode. During Master/Slave operation, 
the slaves will operate in unison with the master.

Remote Device Management
Remote Device Management, or RDM, is a standard for allowing DMX-enabled devices to communicate 
bi-directionally along existing DMX cabling. Check the DMX controller’s User Manual or with the 
manufacturer as not all DMX controllers have this capability. The Ovation H-55WW supports RDM protocol 
that allows feedback to make changes to menu map options.

Wireless Operation
In optimal conditions, the Ovation H-55WW can operate up to 300 m (900 ft) away from a W-DMX 
transmitter. It is necessary to pair the W-DMX receiver in this product with a W-DMX transmitter for 
wireless operation.
Initial Setup

1. Turn the W-DMX transmitter on.
2. Connect the W-DMX transmitter to a DMX controller.
3. Place the Ovation H-55WW within 300 m from the W-DMX transmitter.
4. Disconnect any DMX cable from the Ovation H-55WW.
5. Turn the Ovation H-55WW on.

Wireless Configuration
To configure the wireless mode, press and hold the button next to the indicator lights.

Configuration with RDM2go
To enable the Ovation H-55WW to receive W-DMX with an RDM interface:

1. Connect an RDM2go from Chauvet Professional (or another RMD-capable interface) to the DMX 
input of the Ovation H-55WW.

2. From the main menu, go to Specific PIDS.
3. Go to 7 > 8212 > W-DMX On/Off and set the value to 1.
4. Press the reset button on the W-DMX transmitter. (The red LED indicator on the Ovation H-55WW 

will be off until a connection is established.The green LED indicator will flash slowly while W-DMX 
is enabled)

DO NOT connect a DMX controller to products operating in Master/Slave mode. The DMX 
controller signals may interfere with the signals from the master.

W-DMX operation can be interrupted or inhibited by liquid masses between the transmitter 
and receiver such as water, snow, or people. For best results, keep the area between the 
transmitter and receiver clear of any liquid mass.

The RDM2go from Chauvet Professional, or another RDM-capable interface, is required to 
setup the product.
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Product Pairing with RDM2go
If the Ovation H-55WW has already been paired with the W-DMX transmitter, the red LED indicator will 
show the strength of the signal. In this case, the Ovation H-55WW is ready to work in wireless mode. To 
pair the Ovation H-55WW to a new W-DMX transmitter with an RDM interface:

1. Connect an RDM2go from Chauvet Professional (or another RMD-capable interface) to the DMX 
input of the Ovation H-55WW.

2. From the main menu, go to Specific PIDS.
3. Go to 8 > 8215 > Receive Reset and set the value to 1.
4. From the W-DMX transmitter, press <RESET> (the signal indicator on the transmitter will flash).
5. Once the transmitter has found the Ovation H-55WW, the signal indicator on the transmitter will 

illuminate solid.

Orientation
Always mount this product in a safe position, making sure there is adequate room for ventilation, 
configuration, and maintenance.

Rigging
Chauvet recommends using the following general guidelines when mounting this product.

• Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for 
maintenance and programming purposes.

• Make sure that the structure and attachment points can support the weight before hanging the 
product (see the Technical Specifications for weight information).

• When mounting the product overhead, always use a safety cable. Mount the product securely to a 
rigging point, whether an elevated platform or a truss.

• When rigging the product onto a truss, use a mounting clamp of appropriate weight capacity.

Procedure
The Ovation H-55WW comes with a mounting bracket to which the user can directly attach a mounting 
clamp (sold separately). It is also possible to remove the bracket and mount the product as a pendant from 
the safety loop.

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Sconce Mounting
The Ovation H-55WW comes with a sconce kit for mounting the product to a wall. To install the sconce kit 
to the product and mount it to a wall:

1. Remove the mounting bracket by removing the bracket adjustment knobs.
2. Remove one of the bracket mounting plates from the bracket with a Phillips-head screwdriver.
3. Install the bracket mounting plate to the sconce bracket.
4. Install the sconce bracket to the product with one of the bracket adjustment knobs.
5. Install 2 M8 screws or bolts in the desired wall at the desired position, spaced so their centers are 

5.12 in (130 mm) apart horizontally.
6. Place the tear-drop holes of the sconce bracket over the screws / bolts and slide down to secure.
7. Rotate to the desired angle and secure with the bracket adjustment knob.

Make sure the wall and hardware are capable of supporting the weight of the product.

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Recess Kit Installation
The Ovation H-55WW comes with a recess kit. Follow the instructions below to install the product to a 
ceiling tile.

1. Drill a 145–160 mm hole in the center of the ceiling tile.

2. Attach the support rail extensions to the support rail using the included 5 mm hex screws and 
washers.

3. Place the assembled support rail and extensions over the ceiling support structure and hole.

• Make sure the ceiling can support the weight of the product and recess kit prior to 
installation.

• It is necessary to install the product and recess kit into a plenum space with adequate 
room for ventilation. Do not install into a confined space without airflow.

• The recess kit requires a distance of at least 20 in (508 mm) from wall to ceiling in all 
directions.

The support rail extensions provide 4 rail length options, up to a maximum of 33 in 
(838 mm).

3. Use a vacuum (or dry compressed air) and a soft brush to remove dust collected on the external 

surface/vents.
4. Clean all transparent surfaces with a mild soap solution, ammonia-free glass cleaner, or isopropyl 

alcohol.
5. Apply the solution directly to a soft, lint free cotton cloth or a lens cleaning tissue.
6. Softly drag any dirt or grime to the outside of the transparent surface.
7. Gently polish the transparent surfaces until they are free of haze and lint.

Always dry the transparent surfaces carefully after cleaning them.
