A901-R-HCM Ceiling Mount Kit
The A901-R-HCM ceiling mount kit includes accessories to install an MXA901-R microphone in a drywall ceiling. After installa-
tion, the microphone is installed nearly flush with the surrounding ceiling.

If needed, you can paint the white trim of the ceiling mount.

Compatible Microphones
This accessory works with MXA901-R series microphones.
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Install the A901-R-HCM Ceiling Mount
The A901-R-HCM is an easy way to install MXA901-R microphones in drywall ceilings. The A901-R-TB accessory is also avail-
able for installing the microphone in tile ceiling grids.

Before installation, confirm that the drywall ceiling meets these requirements:

Thickness: 0.375 to 1.25 in. (9.5 to 31.75 mm)
Minimum of 2.5 in. (63.5 mm) of open space behind the ceiling and any other structure

Refer to local regulations for any plenum or seismic tie-off requirements.

To get started, you will need:

Ceiling mount kit
Drywall saw or other cutting tool*
Screwdriver with Torx T20 head*
Ethernet cable*

*Not included

Step 1: Install the Ceiling Mount
Attach the mounting template to the ceiling. Use the template as a guide to cut a hole in the ceiling while avoiding any 
obstructions above. Hole size: 13.85 in. (352 mm).
Install the 3 support arms on the ceiling mount using the 3 included M4x40 screws. Turn the support arms to be parallel 
to the ceiling mount for installation.

If using, attach a safety tether between the building structure and the seismic tie-off point using braided metal cable or 
other high-strength wire (not included). Follow any local regulations.

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Route the Ethernet cable through the center of the ceiling mount. If required, connect conduit and pull the Ethernet ca-
ble through the ceiling mount.

Place the ceiling mount in the ceiling. Hold the ceiling mount in place and tighten the 3 screws on the bottom until snug. 
These screws turn the support arms so they can grip the ceiling. Do not overtighten.
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Step 2: Install the MXA901-R in the Ceiling Mount
Attach the round VESA bracket to the microphone using the 4 included M4 screws.
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2. Connect the Ethernet cable to the microphone and install the network port cover.
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Align the 4 openings on the round VESA bracket with the 4 posts on the ceiling mount. Lift the microphone into the ceil-
ing mount and turn it to the right until it’s fully secured.

Tip: The microphone rotates 90° clockwise to lock into position. Use this as a guide to plan how to orient the mute sta-
tus LED in your space.

To remove the microphone from the ceiling mount, turn it all the way to the left and lift it down.

To adjust the microphone's LED position:

Remove the microphone from the ceiling mount.
Slightly loosen the 3 screws on the ceiling mount.
Rotate the ceiling mount to the desired position and tighten the screws. Reinstall the microphone to check the LED's 
position. Repeat as needed.
